ÅThe content of our faith; the things we must 
know about God. 

Assensus (Agreement)  

ÅThe conviction and belief that the content of 
our faith is true. 

Fiducia (Trust)  

ÅThe personal trust and reliance upon Jesus 
alone for salvation.
